General Instructions

The abstract should be at least 2 pages in the attached format. Please contact the WWRF Meeting Editor concerning acceptable word processor formats for your particular meeting in case of doubt. 

Procedure for Paper Submission

Review Stage

Please check with your editor on whether to submit your manuscript by hard copy or electronically for review. Unless there is a different explicit agreement with the editor, the default is to submit the manuscript electronically. If hard copy, submit photocopies such that only one column appears per page. This will give your referees plenty of room to write comments. Send the number of copies specified by your editor (typically four). If submitted electronically, find out if your editor prefers submissions on disk or as e-mail attachments.

If you want to submit your file with one column electronically, please do the following:

· First, click on the View menu and choose Print Layout.

· Second, place your cursor in the first paragraph. Go to the Format menu, choose Columns, choose one column Layout, and choose “apply to whole document” from the dropdown menu.

· Third, click and drag the right margin bar to just over 4 inches in width.

The graphics will stay in the “second” column, but you can drag them to the first column. Make the graphic wider to push out any text that may try to fill in next to the graphic.

Final Stage

When you submit your final version, after your paper has been accepted, print it in two-column format, including figures and tables. Send three electronic copies of the paper; one will go to WWRF Meeting Editor and one will go to the WG/SIG Chair and Vice-chair respectively. 

Copyright Form

A WWRF copyright license form should accompany your final submission. You can get a .doc version at the WWRF Web site. Authors are responsible for obtaining any security clearances.

Categories of papers

a) Contributing to the currently identified research areas of the WGs or SIGs

b) Identifying new research areas for mobile and wireless communication systems beyond the 3rd generation
c) Contributing the WWRF White Papers and Briefings being developed within the WGs and SIGs.

d) Proposing new WWRF White Paper and Briefing topics

e) Contributing to the WWRF System Concept and Requirements

f) Proposing research co-operation, e.g. in the form of a project proposal.
